Regional Watershed Fo-

AUSTIN & The Texas
Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment has completed a ma-
jor revision of its Land and
Water Resources Conser-
vation and Recreation
Plan, which is now avail-
able to the public. The

12 regional forums based
on river watersheds to pro-
mote dialogue and joint
planning with outside stake-
holders and field staff.

This spring, the 12 Conser-
vation and Recreation Fo-
rums across the state will
meet again to discuss how
to implement the Land and
Water Plan in their water-
sheds and consider any
changing conditions or de-

Fish will be picked up by
TPWD personnel within
12 hours.
