Ed Calderone, President, called the meeting to order at approximately 6:30 p.m..  Guest introductions were done.

Old Business:  State Championship- Ed is going to Zapata in the next two weeks to finalize all the details.  There was discussion on the decision to keep the tournament at Falcon Lake and we are not moving the venue.  We cannot afford to put on a tournament again without the support of the local chamber/visitors bureau.   There was no decision made in regards to making the Mexican Side off limits or not.    Mrs. Ramsey commented on the media influence in the news and this will have in impact on boaters decisions.  
Youth Division:  Bass Pro Shops did donate items for goody bags for this tournament and the one at Bastrop.  Titeline Fishing Products (Bobby & Kim Smith) donated 2 rods for our first place winners in Division II and Division III.  Registration Entry Forms need to be in by July 31, 2011 for the tournament at Bastrop.  

There was much discussion on our youth division.  Bill Ramsey had a question in regards to guests to youth tournaments.  Robert Rose commented that our youth division is here for the kids, let them fish because it is a good investment for the future of fishing.  Ed Parten said the youth is our future.  The average age of the licensed fisherman in the State of Texas is 48.  We cannot change a rule in the middle of year and we will be fair to everyone and show no partiality.  They can participate as an affiliate member if they do not belong to a bass club.  
New Business:  As mentioned Debbie had to order more patches, decals.  Anyone wanting extra patches the TABC patch is $2, Extra year patch $1, Decals $1.  We have had several requests for more patches, etc from clubs.  They should be in soon and we can finish sending out membership packets and send the extra patches to the clubs.  

Debbie has gotten all items together for raffle.  Ticket printing will be done and tickets mailed out to clubs who want to sell tickets by the end of the month.
