The meeting was called to order at 10:30 a.m. by President Ed Calderone.  

Secretary’s Minutes were read by Debbie Black.  Dave Cole made the motion to accept minutes from the last meeting and Doug Black seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  The Treasurer’s Report was given by Debbie Black for Glenda Summers.  We have a balance of $6267.06 but the final balance after deducting the scholarship monies of $1,000 our true balance is $5267.06.  Dave Cole made the motion to accept the treasurer’s report and Doug Black seconded the motion.  The motion passed.  

Old Business:  2011 State Championship.  Ed Calderone reported that he met with the Commissioners Court in Zapata, Texas.  They have agreed to help fund our state tournament.  Registration will be at Falcon Lake Tackle- Jim Bendele will provide a meal on Friday night of Beans and Cornbread.  Weigh-In will be at the County Boat Ramp.  Our meal on Saturday will be either at the Convention Center or the Exhibit Hall by the Fairgrounds.  TABC will be cooking again this year for our Saturday Meal.  There was much discussion on setting limits on Falcon Lake.  Don Pierce said that 95% of his club fishes on the Mexican side at their tournaments.  Dave Cole also gave insight on Falcon Lake.  Hill Country Bassmasters submitted a letter in regards to fishing on the Mexico side and was read by board members present.  There was discussion in regards to having a harmless agreement as part of the clubs registration.  Chuck Sharp asked about carrying a concealed weapon.  Ed Calderone answered no to concealed weapon.  He has talked with the Sheriff’s Department and we should have Patrol’s on land as well as on the water.  Chuck also asked if we had a backup plan.  Ed Calderone stated we would watch the situation at Falcon and plan accordingly.  Aubrey Lewis also stated that every incident that he knows had taken place on a weekday, not a weekend.    There was discussion from various people in regards to the trophies that we give out at the State Championship on changing it from 8 places to 6 places.  Don Pierce made the motion to keep 8 places for trophies and Ed Parten seconded the motion.  The motion passed.    Debbie Black will work on t-shirts and goody bags.  
Youth Championship March 19, 2011 @ Fayette County Reservoir. This will be a paper tournament for our youth division.  Randi Wayland provided weigh sheet from TPWD.  A judge will go in each boat unless a board member/non family member takes the participant out, then they can be the judge.  Registration will be at Oak Thicket Park Boat Ramp from 5 to 7 p.m.  Ed Parten motioned to pay out the savings bonds with no increase of amounts.  Robert Rose seconded the motion.  Motion passed.    (1 opposed- Randi Wayland)

The April 2nd tournament @ Falcon Lake will be at Beacon Lodge.  We will hold registration under the pavilion at Beacon Lodge.  Tournament hours will be announced at the Captains Meeting.  

Raffle- TABC will be holding a raffle this year.  Items discussed are 2 Wrapped Rods, 2 Guided Trips, Gun (winner would have to pick up or we could ship it ?), TV, 2 people saltwater pkg worth $1200-Randi can set up, Jodi Jackson will donate an Offshore Fishing Trip, Gas Card/Cards from Wal-Mart or various gas stores in possible $200 increments.  

Ask clubs if they want to participate in raffle.  If they do the top selling club will have their 2011 State Entry for Free.  Dave Cole made the motion and Don Pierce seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Debbie will try and have all this ready by April 15th.  

Directors Reports:  Randi went to Hill Country Bassmasters Banquet and presented trophies they had made for their Top 8 Team.   Don Pierce has been visiting clubs in his area and talking to them about either joining or rejoining TABC.  Ed Parten is selling tickets to help with funding for a Release System @ Cassell Boykin’s Shelton Pavilion.  

Randi Wayland gave a TOPS report in regards to SB 2189 the Fresh Water Stamp.  It is being voted on Monday.  We need to send letter from TABC in regards to supporting the Fresh Water Stamp.  Debbie will get with Ed Parten and get the letter done and sent to him to take on Monday.  We also voted for TABC to fund the drinks for the TOP Meetings.  This is due to each organization that belongs to TOPS usually donates food, drink, etc.  TABC will reimburse Randi Wayland for this expense.  
We thanked our visitors from the Llano Bass Club for coming to be a part of our meeting.
