



August 30, 2009 Meeting Highlites
Held at Doug and Debbie Blacks House

San Antonio, Texas 

The meeting was called to order at 1:55 p.m...  Ed Calderone, President, made his opening comments.    
The meeting minutes were deferred till our meeting after the state tournament.  The treasurer’s report was given by Glenda Summers.  

A letter was read from the Chris Short, President of Universal City Bass Club.  He voiced his concerns on our 2 lake format in regards to his club/teams safety.   This opened up the discussion about our 2 lake format and the calls that Ed Calderone, President TABC, has received in regards to the same issues.  We made a telephone call to Chuck Sharp, Reg. 5 Director TABC, he voiced his concerns in regards to the safety issues and stated that the lake is down and the trouble spots are really not an issue (i.e.:  tree branches, debris).  After a long discussion in regards to this matter, the board members present at this meeting decided it would be best to go out and mark the boat runs, etc.  We decided to leave the lake format as is, and make no changes at this time.  

Old Business:  

Debbie Black gave a report on insurance renewal.  Debbie will renew both policies with current insurance carrier.  
State tournament details were gone over.  Registration and the Captain’s Meeting will be held at the Expo Inn.  Saturday’s meal will be at the Expo Center and catered by Texas Custom Catering and we will begin to eat at 6:30 p.m.  Scales & live release trailer with be provided by No Name Bass Club.  Robert Rose will bring his scales as a back up.  Tournament rules were gone over one last time and will be posted on the web site.  Weigh in times for both days were confirmed.  9/26:  3:00 p.m. to 4:15 p.m. with flights from 3:00-3:10-3:20-3:30.  9/27:  1:00 p.m. to 2:45 p.m. with flights from 1:00-1:10-1:20-1:30.  
Scholarship applications were gone over.  Tyler Tyree, Demi Rae Moore and James Tyree sent in applications.  Randi motioned to use the money left over from her “Lets Go Fishing Event”  be used for a possible 3rd scholarship seeing all the applications were outstanding.  Glenda Summers seconded the motion.  Now all 3 applicants will receive $500 a scholarship.  
Wrap My Ride in Montgomery Texas contacted Ed Calderone in regards to offering active TABC members a 25% discount on any boat raps.  There was discussion at our last meeting about members wrapping their boats and the discussion was tabled.  We discussed the issue in regards to boat wraps again at this meeting on August 30th.  A member of TABC may include the TABC Logo in their boat wrap; however, it cannot be the sole wrap of the boat.  Their website is www.wrap-my-ride.org.  
Website report was given by Debbie Black.  Everyone seems to like the new look.  We need more club interaction.  Also get possible articles, etc from board members not only for the website but for our newsletter also.  Dave Cole volunteered to send article for newsletter.  
Allen Summers met with Copperas Cove Bass Club in July.  They have member/members that are interested in becoming director at large.  

New Business:

We will be starting a youth division in 2010.  The youth divisions will consist of 12 to 14 years old and 15 to 17 years old.  An individual may fish in the youth division if he/she will be turning 12 during the tournament season.  Also they have to be 17 to start the tournament season.    Tournament season is defined as January 1 to December 31.  There will be 3 tournaments in 2010.  One in each of the following regions:  Central, South, and East. The lakes will be announced at a later date.  These tournaments will consist of no more than 40 entries per tournament, 20 entries for each division, entries will be first come-first serve basis. There will be a Championship Tournament for the youth division.  To qualify for the Championship Youth Division they have to fish at least 2 out of the 3 regular tournaments.   This Championship will be held the following year around the second-third week of March 2011.  The lake for the Championship Youth Division will be announced 30 days prior to the Tournament.  Also the boat the youth is fishing from will have to have boaters insurance.  
Dave Cole suggested that we look into sponsoring a handicap soldier fishing event.  We would need to open this up to our clubs to see what type of participation we would get from them.  At the State Championship maybe mention this and see what type of feed back we get from the participating clubs.  This discussion was tabled until a later date.  

In conjunction to the Youth Division discussion, the board of directors present at this meeting discussed for the New Year 2010 that all participants in any of our tournaments that we hold need to have boaters insurance.  We are possibly looking at when the entries are sent in they also have to provide a copy of their insurance card.  This will be discussed in more detail at a later date.  
Our next meeting will be held on September 25, 2009 @ 12:00 p.m..  We will meet at the Expo Inn in Lufkin.  
Meeting adjourned at approximately 4:55 p.m.  Motion made by Dave Cole and 2nd by Randi Wayland.
